What my class grade is like that

Welcome to my Spanish Course:

My name is Dora, and I am the professor’s assistant to help you answer your question.

Thanks for your inquiry about your grade in my class. I will give you the tools, so you know what is influencing your overall course grade and what specific assignments affect your grade.

To learn about how your overall grade is calculated, go to the Syllabus section on Canvas. There you will find the percentage weight of the multiple assignments that we have. For example, the Mid-Term has more weight than chapter exams. And each chapter exam have less weight than the overall homework grade. 

The overall class activities have more weight than the Final Exam.

Knowing which has more weight and which one does not is a great tool to make the appropriate decisions if your time is limited. 

In addition to learning about the class grade, you can also go and see which specific assignments affect your grade. 

To do this, go to the Grade on Canvas and see each of your assignments submitted or not submitted, their grade. And how their grade affects your overall course grade. 

Remember that Homework grade is updated every week and not daily so the grade you might see might not represent your current grade, but your homework grade when the transferred of grade was accomplished. 

You are currently seeing my personal course grade as student. Yours should be something similar, depending how far we are in the semester.

To see how your grade would be affected if you are allowed to make up for a late or closed assignment. Enter a hypothetical grade, what you think you can get, and see the recalculation. 

Remember, depending on what is in the syllabus, you might not be allowed to make up for any activity. Read your syllabus if you want to learn about the specifics of this rule. 

By navigating on Canvas to the syllabus to learn about the assignments’ weights and to Grade to see your individual class activities’ grade will help you to learn what affects your current class grade. 

It is strongly recommended you do not fall behind in homework as the students lose points per each passing day.
