Welcome to the Oral Exam 2

My name is Dora, and I am Dr. Mario Bahena Uriostegui’s assistant. 

As you can see in this first  slide, the oral exam 2 is based on entirely chapter 3.  It includes all chapter 3 vocabulary and grammar points that should also help you as a review for the upcoming chapter 3 exam. 

Throughout the oral exam you will be getting one point per complete sentence, one point per correct grammar point usage, and one point per correct pronunciation. Even if your pronunciation is not up to par, you can still get two points if you only work ahead and write down the sentences. 

Do not do more than five questions per slide. 

In the vocabulary slide, match the correct family relationship. The first column describers the relationship and the second column tells the relationship. Pronounce the whole sentence by matching the first part with the second.

For example, if you choose number four, it should go this way:

El hijo de mi hija es mi….nieto.

Make sure you only do five. 

The the following slide, you will have to adapt the adjectives according to the gender and number of the subject given. Once you decide to chose a subject, you must know whether the subject is male or female and whether it is one subject or multiple as this will affect how you pronounce the adjective:

For example, if you chose

Mis primos,  

Then, the adjective that you must be plural male, like the following.

Mis primos gordos.  

Why? Because Mis primos is multiple male people. 

Make sure you only do five. 

In the next slide, possessive adjectives, match the correct possessive adjectives in the first columns with what you are referring to in the second column. 

While most of the possessive adjectives are singular and plural, if you chose “our”, or nuestro in Spanish, then you must match it first with the gender and number. 

One example would be the following, “Nuestro abuelo.” Since abuelo is male I chose nuestro since it is single male. 

Make sure you only do five. 


For this slide of verbs, you must conjugate the correct verbs according to the subject and also you must choose the correct predicate. 

For example, Mis padres viven in Chicago. 

The verb is conjugated for my parents, and they live in Chicago.  

Also: 

Mi hermano viene a trabajar. 

My brother comes to work. The verbs is conjugated for my brother and the predicate is to work as he comes to work.  

Make sure you only do five. 

For the last slide. In the tener option, make sure you choose the correct verb according to the subject you choose to do and also the expression. 

For the venir verbs, chose the correct conjugation of the subject you choose and also the rest of the predicate. 

Make sure you only do five.
